Power and Control In Later Life
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Dewis Choice have adapted the Power and Control wheel to illustrate older people’s
experiences of coercive control from intimate partners and adult family members. The Wheel
has been developed based on the lived experiences of over 90 victim-survivors who have
engaged with the Dewis Choice Initiative.
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
